Dear friends, 
 
It’s good to be home after a week away at Youth Camp, but let me emphasize 
again what a great week we had at Passport last week.  Though the service went 
long on Sunday (sorry about that), I was impressed to hear the maturity and depth 
of several of our youth as they shared testimonies about their experiences at camp.  
It was a real joy to hear them talking about their faith last week and really seeking 
to follow the call of God in their lives.  I hope their energy and renewed  
commitments will inspire the rest of us. 
 
I was also pleased by the generosity of the youth in giving to the camp offering 
last week.  Each year, Passport collects a missions offering during the week.  They 
promote the offering through the week and give the kids a chance to learn about 
needs and missions opportunities in other parts of the world.  This year, the  
offerings collected through the summer will go to support the work of Water Is 
Life, a ministry in Ethiopia that seeks to provide wells in communities where the 
people currently have to walk miles each day to get water.  I want you to know 
that our youth group collected $402.02 for the offering, and our week of camp  
collected over $3000 for this ministry.  In several cases, young people were  
donating money they had brought for souvenirs and snacks, but when made aware 
of the needs of others, they were motivated to be generous.  It was heartwarming 
to see this kind of response. 
 
On Sunday, we’ll all be given an opportunity to reflect on how we handle our  
material blessings.  Our Scripture reading will tell the story of the rich fool.  It was 
a passage that the youth saw dramatized during camp and one that invites us to 
think seriously about our priorities and our needs in a world where most people 
have so little.  It’s certainly not a passage I enjoy reading or preaching, but it is 
certainly one I need to hear and perhaps we all need to encounter again. 
 
On Sunday, Marc mentioned a practice from Passport that meant a lot to those of 
us who attended.  The worship leaders marked the beginning of worship with the 
lighting of a candle at the front of the auditorium.  Using the symbol of fire that is 
often associated with the Spirit at Pentecost, the lighting of the candle provided the 
youth a clear signal that God was present and that it was time to focus our hearts 
on worship.  We used the lighting of the candles on the altar table this past week in 
the same way and will continue to let the lighting of the candles serve as an  
invitation to become quiet, reverent, and prepared for the worship of God.  After 
the welcome and announcements, we will have someone light the candles to  
remind us of God’s presence and to help us let Cindy’s prelude truly be a time of 
preparation, reflection, worship, and even confession. 
 
I hope to see you on Sunday as we worship together.
