Dear friends,  
As a young minister, I became certified in the Baptist evangelism training program 
called Continuing Witness Training (CWT).  This particular evangelism tool was 
very similar to the then-popular Evangelism Explosion program and required  
participants to memorize a lengthy presentation that outlined key elements of the 
Gospel as well as Scripture verses to elaborate on each point.  At the beginning of 
the presentation, we were taught to ask those we were sharing with two  
exploratory questions designed to get them thinking about their spiritual lives and 
to create interest in hearing the rest of the presentation.  The two questions were:  
“Have you come to a place in your life that you know for certain that you have 
eternal life and that you will go to heaven when you die?”  “Suppose you were 
standing before God right now and He asked you, ‘Why should I let you into my 
heaven?’ What do you think you would say?”   
 Interestingly, even during the 25 years since I memorized the CWT  
presentation, our culture has changed dramatically and evangelism approaches 
have had to change as well.  If you notice, the two exploratory questions both  
focused on where the person expected to spend the afterlife.  It seems to me,  
however, that few people outside the church these days are particularly interested 
in heaven or life after death.  In trying to share our faith these days, people are far 
more concerned about how God can make a difference in their daily lives than 
they are in what will happen to them after they die.  Even those of us in the church 
fall into this same pattern.  Except for funerals, we don’t talk about heaven nearly 
as much as we did a generation or two ago.  I’ll admit that I haven’t preached on 
heaven very often during my years in the pulpit.   
 Even though we may not focus on heaven as much these days, the promise of 
heaven remains a key component of the Gospel message.  Though we truly are 
grateful for all the blessings that God pours out on us during our day-to-day lives 
now, the hope of heaven can and should impact the way we live and approach life 
in this world.  With this in mind, our worship service on Sunday will focus on the 
promise of heaven.  Though we don’t know all that much about what heaven will 
be like, we are blessed with beautiful promises of new life.  We will be singing 
some of the favorite old heaven hymns and reflecting on what the Scripture does 
say about heaven.  I hope to see you Sunday as we worship and celebrate the hope 
of heaven together.
