Dear friends, 
It’s hard to believe that we have passed the halfway point of the year.  It seems 
like just yesterday we were hearing debates over how we would pronounce the 
year 2010 (whether it would be two thousand ten or twenty ten).  Now that we are 
into July, though, it seems appropriate to reflect on how the year is going at  
Briarcliff. 
 There are certainly some positive signs.  I am pleased to see hope and  
positive energy in various areas of the church.  We are hearing from many of you 
that you have found many worship services to be meaningful this year.  We are 
certainly blessed each week by our choir and musicians, and it has also been fun to 
see the Praise Band growing and leading us in worship occasionally.  Wonderful 
Wednesdays, led by Diane DeBardelaben usually along with Eugenia and Bill  
Bullard, are going well, and I’ve enjoyed seeing kids from the church and 
neighborhood gathering for activities and outings each week. 
 Looking at the financial report from the end of June also offers some positive 
news.  Though our giving is below the pro-rated budget requirements at the  
halfway point of the year, our expenses have been kept down as well.  Through six 
months, we have received $193,609 in budget income and have spent $193,667.  
This leaves us with a year-to-date deficit of $58, much better than the deficit we 
have been carrying in recent years through the summer.  In addition to the budget 
income, we are thankful for the parking lot rental money of $3000 per month from 
the VA Hospital.  As a result of this money, we have been able to replace roofing 
and do some other much-needed projects around the church. 
 Of course, along with the good news, we still have many challenges to face.  
We are a much smaller church than we used to be, having lost good members for a 
variety of reasons including numerous “pillars of the church” to death in recent 
years.  This means that we always seem to be looking for new leaders and teachers 
who are willing to step forward.  In addition, we need to do a better job of reaching 
out to those around us and inviting friends and neighbors to come to church with 
us.  Our current budget really doesn’t allow us to do much in the way of ministry 
in our community, and we must give more generously if we are going to be able to 
expand our ministries and connect with folks who need us to share God’s love 
with them.  There remains much work that needs to be done, and at times we seem 
to lack the energy to step out of our own comfort to connect with the needs of 
those around us. 
 Let us continue praying for our church and for God’s reviving and  
empowering touch.  On Sunday, I will be examining Colossians 1:1-14, focusing 
on how Paul prayed for congregations and what we can learn about prayer from 
Paul’s example.  I hope you will be present and will join me in praying for a 
mighty work to be done in and through Briarcliff Baptist Church.
