Dear friends,  
 
Thank you for your prayers for our youth at Passport Camp this week.  As I write 
this, we are about halfway through the week, and we’re all dragging a bit.  We’re 
certainly drained from the heat and humidity.  Despite all that, we are having a 
great week together.  Marc has provided you some details about the daily schedule 
in his column, but I want to add my gratitude for the ways I see God at work with 
the youth.  This really is a wonderful and fun group of kids, and I thoroughly enjoy 
the chance to relax and hang out with them.   
 I have been blessed (and I really do mean blessed) to go to camp with our 
youth often during my tenure at Briarcliff.  I have always enjoyed the time with 
the kids and the opportunity to share with them in the ways God is working in their 
lives.  This year, in particular, I have been very impressed by the ways I have seen 
our youth investing themselves in the Bible studies, the worship, and all aspects of 
camp life.  Even more importantly, as we sit down together each night with our 
church group to talk about highlights and lowlights and God moments from our 
day, our youth have been sharing very openly and passionately about their  
experience of God’s presence through Bible study, worship, missions, and  
friendships.
