FROM OU R PASTOR FROM OUR ASSOCIATE PASTOR 
Dear friends, 
 

As I write this, we are in the middle of our Vacation Bible School.  It has been a 
good week so far, and I have been very impressed to see the kids learning the story 
of Joseph from the book of Genesis.  It has also been exciting to see them learning 
the Bible verse of the day and recalling them in subsequent days.  So far the kids 
have learned Jeremiah 29:11, Romans 12:6, and James 1:5.  In the remaining days 
of VBS, they will be learning Nehemiah 9:17 and Galatians 3:26.  I love seeing the 
kids memorizing God’s Word and learning that God is the giver of hope, special 
abilities, and wisdom.
