Dear friends, 
 
As I write this week, I am preparing to drive with my family to Charlotte, NC to 
attend the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship’s annual General Assembly.  I haven’t 
been able to attend in several years and am looking forward to seeing friends and 
joining others for meaningful worship and learning opportunities.  Most of all, 
however, I am very excited about attending the missionary commissioning service.  
I know one of the couples who will be leaving jobs and family and friends in  
Atlanta to take their young daughter to serve God as missionaries in the  
Philippines.  I look forward to joining others in offering prayers and blessing to 
this couple and the others being commissioned as they follow God’s call to serve 
around the world. 
 
Missionary commissioning services always become emotional for me.  I often find 
myself trying to imagine what it would be like to tell parents and grandparents 
about God’s call to go to a faraway place.  Though modern technology makes 
communication available in ways it never has been before, these missionaries still 
make a tremendous sacrifice in order to fulfill God’s call in their lives.  I am  
impressed by the dedication of all missionaries and am so pleased to be part of the 
Baptist tradition where we have long celebrated and supported our missionaries 
with our prayers, love, and finances. 
 
Though I recognize that most of us will not be called to be missionaries to other 
countries, the Scriptures do make clear that we all ought to be offering that same 
level of commitment to our God.  We too are called to leave behind old ways of 
life and anything that stands in the way of our relationship with God.  This  
Sunday, I will be preaching on Luke 9:51-62.  This passage includes several  
difficult and challenging statements that ought to make us question our level of 
commitment to Christ.  In the passage, Jesus questions a would-be follower who 
wants merely to go home and tell his family “Good-bye” by saying, “No one who 
puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.”  
Statements like this one invite us to examine ourselves and ask ourselves honestly 
what we are holding back from God.  What keeps us from offering God our whole 
heart, soul, mind, and strength?  What distracts us from living up to the calling that 
Christ has placed on our lives?  Are we looking backwards at what has been  
instead of forward to see where God is calling us next? 
 
I hope you will join us Sunday as we wrestle with this thought-provoking passage 
and ask God to show us where we are giving Him less than our all.

“AMERICA THE BEAUTIFUL” 
Katharine Lee Bates (1859-1929) wrote, edited and taught English in her native 
Massachusetts.  Occasionally she wrote hymns, too. 
 On a trip to Colorado, Bates was greatly impressed by amber waves of 
grain, fruited plains and purple mountain majesties.  She believed that God had 
definitely shed his grace all across this land.  A visit to the summit of Pikes 
Peak inspired Bates to write her most famous poem-hymn, “America the  
Beautiful.” 
 Bates also realized that patriotism was an important part of America.  She 
was grateful for heroes “who more than self their country loved and mercy 
more than life.”  She wanted all Americans to realize how God had shed his 
grace on them and had crowned what was good “with brotherhood from sea to 
shining sea.” 
 Bates embodied the spirit of thankfulness to God for all she had  
experienced and been given. 
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
