Though we continue to run behind in our budget giving, we have been able to  
afford the new roof through our Together We Mend fund.  Some of you support 
this special fund regularly which allows us to care for building needs that cost 
more than we can afford in our regular budget.  We have also been extremely 
blessed by the parking contract we have established with the VA Hospital.  Since 
December, we have been renting parking spaces that we weren’t using during the 
week to the VA as they deal with major parking issues.  They are paying us $3000 
per month for the use of these spaces.  This money is going directly into our  
Together We Mend fund and has been a great help in allowing us to repair and 
replace damaged areas of our roof.
