Dear friends,  
Those of us who have grown up in Baptist churches have traditionally not paid 
much attention to Pentecost Sunday.  We think of Christmas and Easter as the two 
most important and holy days on the church calendar, however, the early church 
and even the church through the Middle Ages attached great significance to  
Pentecost, sometimes celebrating Pentecost more than Christmas.  When we truly 
pay attention to the story of Pentecost, we can certainly understand why it held 
such a prominent place in their thoughts and calendar.   
 

Pentecost has often been called the birthday of the church, and the story reminds 
us that we can be part of something transformational.  If God could take the ragtag 
group of disciples and transform them into powerful instruments of His work, God 
has possibilities for us beyond what we can imagine.  If God’s Spirit can overcome 
language and ethnic barriers at Pentecost, God’s Spirit working in us can  
overcome the barriers and limitations that we face.  The Holy Spirit is what pushes 
the church out from behind the closed Upper Room doors into the world.  The 
Holy Spirit is what makes the church more than just another civic organization or 
social club.  Because of Pentecost, ordinary people like us become instruments of 
the divine working of God.  The book of Acts records the amazing and powerful 
ways that God’s Spirit energized and empowered the disciples to become ministers 
in the miraculous growth of the church.   
 

Being human, it’s easier for most of us to focus on what we can’t do, on our  
limitations, on our weaknesses.  After Pentecost, though, the story of the church 
should be one focused on what God can do in us and through us.  Before we allow 
ourselves to become overwhelmed by the needs of the community and the world, 
before we decide that we’re in over our heads, let us remember that at Pentecost 
the church was given precisely what we need to do God’s work.  We were given 
the very power of God to continue and carry on the work of Christ.    
 

I find great joy in Pentecost worship and hope you’ll be present Sunday as we 
celebrate God’s power through the gift of the Holy Spirit.  To help us remember 
the tongues of fire, we invite you to wear red to worship on Sunday.  Most of all, 
come prayerfully and expectantly as we are reminded that Jesus did not leave us as 
orphans, but has come to us and continues to come to us daily.

A FRESH LOOK AT PENTECOST 
Fifty days after Jesus’ resurrection, on a day called Pentecost, 
the Christian church was born.  Because Pentecost was a holiday 
celebrating the harvest (a bit like our Thanksgiving), the apostles 
and a large crowd had gathered to celebrate in Jerusalem. 
 Many people had assembled near Peter and the other  
followers of Christ when “[F]rom heaven there came a sound 
like the rush of a violent wind . . .” (Acts 2:2, NRSV).  Then 

tongues of fire descended on everyone in the crowd. 
 After the wind and fire descended, all sorts of languages, known and  
unknown, came out of the crowd.  Each person spoke “about God’s deeds of 
power” (verse 11).  No wonder Luke wrote, “All were amazed and perplexed,  
saying to one another, ‘What does this mean?’” (verse 12). 
 The whole affair was mind-boggling and life-changing.  The Holy Spirit had 
come upon many people; they knew God was powerfully at work in their midst. 
 On Pentecost many years ago, some 3,000 people came to believe in Christ.  
That’s why today Christians remember this powerful event as the birthday of the 
church.   
 Pentecost occurs this Sunday, May 23, this year.  In recognition of the 
day, we are asking everyone at our church to wear something red to church 
for Pentecost.
