1. By profession of faith - Upon accepting Christ as your personal

2. By letter - If you are a member of another Baptist Church, you 
come by telling us of your decision to join Briarcliff Baptist, and we 
will write that church asking for your letter of membership. 

3. By statement - If you have been saved, experienced believer’s 
baptism by immersion, identified with the church but a request for 
a letter of membership cannot be made, you come by indicating 
your situation to the pastor and request membership by statement. 

4. From another denomination - You come and share your situation 
with the pastor who will explain to you whether you will be 
presented for membership by statement or baptism.
