 Jesus said to his disciples and to anyone and everyone who would follow in His 

footsteps these powerful words, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and 

take up his cross dailyȱ (Luke 9:23). Following Jesus is the way of the cross. As we move 

into a season when we meditate on, celebrate in, and simply marvel at what God has 

done through His Sonȭs death and resurrection, we are beckoned to walk in Jesusȭ 

footsteps.
